ord Motor unveiled its new 2021 F-150 Police
Responder on last month ahead of spring state
and local government bid cycles.

"meet rigorous law enforcement use" at speeds of up to 120 mph. The vehicle also features a new
"police engine idle," which allows officers to remove keys from the ignition and securely exit the truck

with the engine running with the touch of a button.
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- David Pearson 5 396 .1 1069 NASCAR Torino

Info supplied by Bill Giese

avid Pearson is a revered

name in the world of NASCAR.

During his 1968 season, Pear-
son dominated and claimed a historic win in his
396 cubic inch Torino at Darlington SuperSpeed-
way.

With cubic inch restrictions in play, manu-
facturers had to devise new ways of pushing
their cars to the front of the grid. The Torino was
subject to a weight loss program to the tune of
293 pounds.

For the Rebel 400 in Darlington, South
Carolina on May 11, 1968 Holman-Moody pre-
pared a Ford Torino that was specially built to
not only beat the competition, but to beat the
track itself. They used a Ford 396 C.I. NASCAR
approved motor and a special setup on the
Torino to shave 293 pounds of weight off the car.

They gambled

that the smaller
engine  would
increase  the
handling in the
corners, espe-
cially in the late
stages of the

race when Dar-
lington gets slick from imbedded oil and grease,
and to slow the tire wear. Both Cale and LeeRoy
Yarborough blew tires during the race and lost
time. Pearson took the lead early for the first 18
laps, then laid back like a cat watching drivers
lose tires and time. Late in the race he and Rich-
ard Petty in a Plymouth fought it out for 50 laps
until Petty had to pit. Pearson’s No. 17 went on
to take the flag and make Darlington super

speedway history.

For most of the 1960’s Ford was the
dominant manufacturer in NASCAR with Chrys-
ler right behind it with their Hemi cars.
Perason was a big part of
Ford’'s dominance winning
three Grand National
Championships,

1966, 1968
a n d

1969. Ford’s Torino played a big role in those
last two championships. The Torino was intro-
duced in 1968 as the sports model of the Ford
Fairlane series. Holman-Moody were real inter-
ested in the Torino’s aerodynamic roof design
with its obvious advantages on oval tracks. They
lowered the nose and extended it several
inches, and rocker panels were modified to allow
the car to sit lower to the ground.

They used a 14 to 1 "PIKES PISTON" like
the ones wused in the 427 Hi Risers
and changed the pin heights on the pistons.
They used a LeMans 427 rod, standard
length, and they used a 361 HD steel crank,
which they had to cut down the snout.

Joe Rumpt, H/M chief dyno

man said that the 396 would
make the same horsepower at
7500 RPMs that the 427 would
make at 7000. He stated that the
396 would wind up faster that the
427.They were very impressed
with the motor.
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Mustang Mach E -

recently had an opportunity to test
drive the all new Mustang Mach E
thanks to Kevin Hall, our Bommarito
representative. If 1 had to summarize

the drive in one word it would have to be Im-

pressive, with a capital I. That is because

this car impresses you on so

many levels. It is hard to say

what the number one feature

would be as there are many

but quietness would be right

at the top. This car is in-

credibly quite and not just

because of the lack of engine

noise. When driving down the

road, side road or interstate, at any speed you do not

hear any wind noise or road noise. Then on top of

that is the missing sound of the engine or any other

feed back to indicate a sense of your speed. This is a

car that will be very easy to get speeding tickets with

as you just don't realize how fast you are going.

The ride is soft and plush as if it were a high
end luxury car. It absorbs any pot holes or other road
imperfections without transmitting them into the inte-
rior. Although the ride is not stiff and firm as you
would expect form a performance orientated car it

given as miles and percentage of battery life, remain-

ing on the left. This display changes slightly with the

different driving modes. To start the car you press a

button on the dash but nothing happens other than

the word “Ready” is shown in green

on the instrument panel. This

means the car is ready to

drive and you have apply the

brake and turn the gear se-

lector knob on the console

to either reverse or drive.

The primary reason for this
is due to electric motors provide 100% of their torque
instantly while an internal combustion engine has to
reach it's power peak. Driving this is a totally differ-
ent experience than you have had before. Perhaps
an average person wouldn’t notice the difference that
much but that is not the case for us car people.

Ford engineers determined changing volume
with a slide bar on a touch screen is not convenient
and possibly wanted to give us at least one knob to
play with. The instrument panel is another LED
screen viewed thru the top of the steering wheel but
lacks a gage cluster as that just isn’'t needed. Vehicle
speed is displayed in the center with battery life,

accelerating. Accelerating while
already at highway speeds is also a different sensa-
tion. If you want to pass someone you just push
down on the pedal and the car accelerates immedi-
ately, no pause or hesitation waiting for the RPM’s to
increase while the transmission downshifts. | was
doing 70 and decide to pass the car in front of me.
